With this change, we saw the opportunity
to refresh the design of our netball dress.
Collaborating with Macky Farrant—a past
player and the talented artist behind our
club’s Indigenous artwork—we
incorporated this design into the lower
section of the dress. The result is a
beautiful addition that celebrates culture,
community, and our sense of place.

We’ve received approval from the GSNA
for a three-year transition to the new
dress. Players are not required to
purchase the new dress immediately and
can continue wearing the current design
for the next three seasons. 

As of 2028, all players will need to be in the new dress design. Both designs are
compatible on the court, as the main features remain unchanged apart from
the addition of the artwork.
